Submittals  
 
A. Inclusions: a) image files on a CD-ROM for up to three works of art – one additional detail image 
per artwork is allowed, b) a printed artist statement of not more than 250 words, or include the 
statement on the CD-ROM as an unformatted Word document, or as a pdf, c) a completed application 
form signed by the artist, and d) the application fee. Please enclose a self-addressed, stamped 
envelope for return of your CD-ROM, otherwise, your CD-ROM will be shredded and recycled. 
B. Prepare image files as follows: jpeg files that are 150 dpi (dots per inch) of files no larger than 
4.5M (megabytes), and no smaller than 2.5M.  
C. Title your image files as follows: your last name, space or underscore, and corresponding entry 
letter. For example: doe_C.jpg. 
D. Selected works on paper must be framed. Frame clips are not allowed.  
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E. Work must fit through the Conference Center doors, and must be light enough for two people to 
lift and carry. 
F. Submittals must be authentic, original works of art created by the applicant.  
G. Applications must be postmarked by April 30, 2008. Hand-delivered applications must arrive at 
the Center’s business office on this date, not later than Noon. 
H. Artists are responsible for art delivery on Monday July 7, 2008, and for collecting the art when the 
show concludes. 
 
The Salem Conference Center reserves the right to decline works of art based upon the competition 
standards, the scope of the competition, and any concerns regarding physical stability of the art.
